Consequently, his
initial design featured a free with presents hanging from the branches, but was amended when Harold was
informed that presents were generally heaped on the floor around the base of the free. Also, if you are
wondering why the Spode Christmas Tree has a Santa on the top, well Harold had no idea what usually adorns
the top of the tree, which is why he designed it with a Santa instead of a fairy - a charming and iconic feature of
this well-loved pattern, which celebrates it's 70t Anniversary this year. Fittingly, Spode have launched this special
commemorative giftware collection as a testament to the pattern’s appeal and dedicated collector base.
Production is strictly limited fo the year of 2008, ensuring that these pieces will be very highly sought after. ltems in
the range include:-
